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The virtues of sending salat-salam upon our beloved prophet Muhammad §&

The most important and foremost virtue is the command and order of Allah
Himself. Alldh says in the Qur'an:
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Verily, Allah and His angels confer blessings on the prophet: O you who
believe! Confer blessings on him, and greet him with a goodly salutation.
{Quran 33:56)

Allah has ordained many different commands in the Qur’an such as prayer
(Salah), fasting, pilgrimage (Hajj) etc. He has also described the noble
characteristics of many blessed Prophets and honored them. After creating
Sayyiduna Adam .1 He ordered the angels to prostrate towards him.
However, nowhere has Allah stated in any command or in any honor that,
He is also a participant in this act and that the believers should follow suit.
This respect is solely for the Leader of both worlds, the Pride of the World;
our prophet Muhammad § Allah first attributes the act of conferring Salat
towards Himself and after attributing it towards His angels, finally orders
the believers that they too should also confer Salat upon him.

What virtue could be greater than Allah and His angels also participating with
the believers in this act? Furthermore, those with knowledge of Arabic know
that the verse begins with the particle inna adding great emphasis to its
meaning and the future and present tenses have also been used, indicative
of continuity. In other words, it is most certain that Allah and His angels are
constantly conferring blessings upon the Noble Prophet &




It is worth noting at this point that the word Salat which has been attributed
towards Allah, His angels and the believers simultaneously is a synonymous
word with many different meanings and used for various purposes

The intelligent will realize that such an honour has been bestowed upon
neither any other Prophet, nor his followers.
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Allah the Exalted confers blessings upon him. Thereby, his excellence is
manifest to all the creation.

The scholars have noted that the Noble Prophet # is being addressed with
nabl in this verse rather than with his name Muhammad §& as in the case of
other Prophets who have been mentioned by name. This is out of paramount
respect and esteem of the Noble Prophetﬁ

The Qurans injunction, is sufficient for one to realise the importance of
conferring salat-salam upon our beloved prophet Muhammad ﬁ Below are
a few hadith produce regarding the virtues of conferring salat-salam

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Sayyiduna AbG Hurayra & states that the Messenger of Alléhﬁ said, :g?fj
“Whoever confers one blessing upon me, Allah confers ten blessings .

upon him/”
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Sayyiduna Abdullah ibn Masud@ narrates that the Messenger of Allah ﬁ
said, “Indeed, those closest to me on the Day of Judgement will be those
who confer blessings upon me the most.”

Listed below are some of the many benefits a person receives by sending
salat-salam on our beloved prophet Muhammad g

1. Almighty Allah sends ten mercies upon a person who recites salat-salam
once.

2. Ten of his sins are forgiven.

3. The person’s rank is raised by ten degrees.

4.Ten rewards are written for him.

5.There is acceptance of Dua where salat-salam is recited at the beginning
& at the end.

6. The person will be blessed with the intercession of Rasulullah ﬁ

7. Almighty Allah will forgive his sins.

8. Almighty Allah is pleased with him.

9. The person will be nearer to the Prophet 3 on the day of Judgement.
10. The person will have all his worries removed in this world and the hereafter.

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* Aboo Hurayrah < narrates that Rasoolullah % said: ‘Whoever desires
that his deeds be measured in the fullest amount when he prays durood on
us, i.e. the family and household (of Rasoolullah %) should recite this
durood.”
